This Access Easement (the “Access Easement”) is made this September 30,
2004, by and between Ingham Regional Medical Center, a Michigan non-profit
corporation, whose address is 401 W. Greenlawn, Lansing, (“IRMC"), and Lansing

Medical Office Center, L.L.C., a Michigan limited liability company, whose address is
15851 S. U.8. 27, Suite 73, Lansing, Michigan 48906 (the “LLC")

This Access Easement is given for consideration of less than $100.00. This transfer

is exempt from county transfer tax under MCL 207.505(a) and is exempt from state
transfer tax under MCL 207.526(a).

RECITALS:
A, IRMC is the owner of the real property, located at 2727 S.-Pennsylvania

Lansing, Ingham County, Michigan (the “Hospital Parcel”)

B. The LLC is the owner of the real property, located at 2815 S

Pennsylvania, which adjacent to the Hospital Parcel (the “LLC Parcel”). The LLC Parcel
is more fully described on Exhibit A, attached

C. The LLC Parcel requires access for ingress and egress to and from the

pubhc street, named Alpha Street, and such access is available across the Hospital Parcel.

D. IRMC has agreed to grant to the owner of the LLC Parcel, and subject to

the conditions of this Access Easement, a right of ingress and egress over the portion of
the Hospital Parcel, described on Exhibit B (the “Easement Parcel”)

. As a point of
reference and not as a representation, the Easement Parcel consists largely of the area
bearing the name “McLaughlin”

Therefore, the parties agree as follows:

1. Grant of Easement.

IRMC hereby grants to the LILC, its successors and

assigns, an easement over the Easement Parcel for the purpose of ingress and egress to

Such ingress and egress is understood to

include ingress and egress to and from all of the parking areas within the LLC Parcel and
all of the entrances to the medical office building situated upon the LLC Parcel (the

“Office Center”).

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2. Appurtenant Nature of Fasement, The easement granted herein is
appurtenant to the LL.C Parcel.

3. Duration of Easement. This Access Easement shall terminate in the event
that the purposes of the Access Easement are rendered moot, because the Access
Easement is no longer needed for ingress and egress to and from Alpha Street for the
LLC Parcel, it being the intent of the parties that IRMC and its successors are not
required by this Access Easement to maintain the current accesses to and from Alpha
Street across the Easement Parcel, if other access is available for the LLC Parcel to and
from Alpha Street. In particular and without limitation of other possibilities, the
following occurrences will render the Access Easement moot:

(a) The LLC constructs or otherwise gains a separate driveway or
other access to Alpha Street; or

(b) Action of IRMC enables the LLC, under local ordinance, to
construct a driveway or other route onto Alpha Street from the LLC Parcel; or

(c) IRMC or its successor becomes the owner of the LLC Parcel.

Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, this Access Easement will not be
rendered moot, and termination of this Access Easement cannot be effected, if substitute
access to Alpha Street from the LLC Parcel is not reasonably equivalent to the access
provided in this Access Easement or impairs the separate identification of the LLC Parcel
for purposes of municipal or tax approval.

(c) The LLC will cooperate with maintenance activities undertaken by
IRMC for the Easement Parcel. '

6. IRMC Obligations.

TRMC agrees that for so long as this Access Easement exists, IRMC will at its
own cost and expense, repair and maintain the Easement Parcel.

7. Miscellaneous.

7.01 This Agreement shall constitute the entire agreement between the parties
and any prior understanding and representation of any kind proceeding the date of this
Agreement shall not be binding vupon either party except to the extent incorporated in this
Agreement.

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This Reciprocal Grant of Utilities Easements is made this September 30, 2004,
by and between Ingham Regional Medical Center, a Michigan non-profit corporation,
whose address i1s 401 W. Greenlawn, Lansing, (“IRMC”), as grantor, and Lansing
Medical Office Center, L.L.C., a Michigan Iimited liability company, 15851 South U.S.

E. IRMC has agreed to grant to the owner of the LLC Parcel, and subject to
the conditions of this Reciprocal Grant of Utilities Easements, access across or through
the Hospital Parcel for the utilities that serve the LL.C Parcel.

F. The LLC has agreed to grant to the owner of the Hospital Parcel, and
subject to the conditions of this Reciprocal Grant of Utilities Easements, access across or
through the LLC Parcel for the utilities that serve the Hospital Parcel.

G. This Reciprocal Grant of Utilities Easements is given for
consideration of Iess than $100.00.

3. Duration of Easements.
